Procedure in the Event of Fire - Stream Road Methodist Church
In the event of fire occurring in any part of the premises, raise the alarm immediately (alarm call points sited at rear of hall and in main entrance.)

On hearing the fire alarm the premises should be evacuated immediately using the nearest available exits.

Attempts to fight the fire should only be made if it is safe to do so and then only by personnel trained in the use of fire extinguishers.
The Fire Co-ordinator or his acting deputy should then phone the fire service before informing the Caretaker (277058) of the action taken. 

Assembly Point: Front Lawn of the Church.

Evacuation: at the sound of the alarm or when warned by other means users of the premises should evacuate as follows:-
Users of the Church should leave by the Main Exit or the door on the right at the front via choir vestry.

Users of the Parlour/Vestry should leave via the North Exit or via the Church whichever is not towards the fire.

Users of the Hall should leave via the rear doors or Main Exit (street side) whichever is not towards the fire.

Users of the Red Room should leave via the Main Exit (street side) or the Double Room whichever is not towards the fire.

Users of the Double Room should leave via the Main Exit (street side) or Emergency Exit whichever is not towards the fire.

Those leaving via rear exits should follow the path through the garden towards the main road and through the gate to assemble with others from the Main Entrance on the front lawn.

It would be of great help if choir members could assemble in their sections to aid checking.

The Checking Officer will liaise with the Clearing Officers to confirm from his attendance list that all choir members present on the evening are accounted for.

The Clearing Officers will check to see that all choir members and visitors have left the premises (including toilets) and liaise with the Checking Officer to ensure that all members of their sections are account for.
